Terms & Conditions of License Agreement

1. Inthis Licence, the following expressions shall have the
following meanings !

"Event" means the event hosted or organised by the
applicant for this licence and where Sound Recordings,
Music Videos, Karaokes and/or PRISM members'
performances are performed in public.

"film", "performer"and "sound recording"” shall have the
meanings aseribed to them under the Copyright Act 1987,

"Music Video" or "Karaoke" means a film which has as
its principal feature the performance or representation of a
musical work or sound recording and in which the copyright
in Malaysia is owned and/or exclusively controlled by RIM
members;

"PRISM members" mean performers who are
members of Performers and Artistes Rights (Malaysia)
Sdn Bhd [542747-M]. a licensing body registered under
the lawsof Malaysia;

"Public Performance" means causing a Sound
Recording, Music video, Karaoke and/or PRISM member's
performance to be seen or heard in public by any means
whatsoever, irrespective of whether the Sound Recording,
Music Video, and/or Karaoke is used directly or indirectly.

"RIM members" mean the producers of Sound
Recordings, Music Videos and/or Karackes who are
members of the Recording Industry Association of Malaysia
(RIM), an association registered under the laws of Malaysia;

"Sound Recordings, Music Videos or Karaokes" shall
include all sound recording, music videos and/or karaokes,
the copyright of which is owned and/or exclusively
controlled by RIM members.

2. Public Performance Malaysia Sdn Bhd ("PPM") is
authorised to negotiate and grant licences for the Public
Performance of Sound Recordings, Music Videos and
Karokes on behall of RIM members and PRISM members'
performances contained there in on behalf of PRISM
members, Lists of these members will be made available for
imspection upon request.

3. On receipt of the Applicant's duly completed
Application form, PPM will grant the Applicant a

Copyright Licence for the Public Performance of Sound
Recordings, Music Videos, Karaokes and/or PRISM
members' performances (as the case may be) at the
Applicant's Event only. The Licence is granted base on the
information supplied in this Application form and such
information is expressly incorporated into the Terms and
Conditions hereof.

4, PPM willnotify the Applicantastothe fees dueinrespect
of the grant ofthe Licence. The fee is payable by the Applicant
in full and in advance within fourteen (14) days from the date
of PPM's invoice and will be based on PPM's and PRISM's
published Tariffs for Single Events co ntained overleaf. If
PPM fails to receive payment from the Applicant within
fourteen (14) days from the date payable, PPM reserves the
right to charge interest at the rate of one per cent (1%) per
month forany unpaid amounts.

5. PPM reserves theright to vary the licence fee payable by
the Applicant in the event of any material change in the way
Sound Recordings, Music Videos, Karaoke and/or PRISM
members' performances are used by the Applicant at the
Applicant's Event(s).

6. PPM by its duly authorised employees or agents shall
have the right of free entry into the premises where the
Applicant's Event(s) is/are held at all reasonable hours for the
purposes of inspecting the details on which the licence fees
arecalculated.

7. This Licence shall not be assigned or otherwise
transferred inwholeorinpart.

8. This Licence does not permit the Applicant to edit,
reproduce, re-mix, re-record or alter any Sound Recordings,
Music Videos and/or Karaokes for any purpose whatsoever.

9, In the event that any music/sound system or equipment
supplieris not licensed by PPM, the Applicant shall be liable
for the relevant commercial rental licence fees fixed at
RM250perday.

10. PPM may terminate this Licence forthwith upon the
occurrence of any breach by the Applicant ofthe above Terms
and Conditions. Any termination of the Licence shall be
without prejudice to any of PPM's rights that may have
acerued up to date of the termination and no part of the licence
fee(s) paid will be refunded to the Applicant.
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WHO IS PPM?

A Licensing Body set up in 1989 to represent the recording
industry for the convenience of users of sound recording,
music videos and/or karaokes (as contained in Cassettes,
CDs, LDs, VCDs, DVDs, Video-On-Demand Systems,
TV & Radio Broadcasts, etc) in Malaysia.

PPM has also been authorized by PRISM to issue
performance licences and collect royalties on behalf of its
members since 2003.

WHO IS PRISM?

PRISM or Performers & Artistes Rights (Malaysia) Sdn
Bhd (542747-M) is a new licensing body representing
performers, specifically recording artistes and musicians.
Effective year 2000, the Malaysian Copyright Act 1987
was amended to give recording artistes and musicians
legal rights to grant licences for the public performance
and/or broadcast of their performances.
